(Atlanta)  Today the Governor’s Office of Highway Safety announced another day-long crack-down against speeders all-around the Metro Atlanta Interstates.   Local law enforcement agencies are turning up the HEAT, targeting drivers who tailgate, run red-lights, make illegal lane changes, or display other high-speed bad-driving habits.
