GOHS issues a Summer HEAT Advisory!  A THREE-STATE COORDINATED CRACKDOWN ON SPEEDERS AND IMPAIRED DRIVERS 

WHEN: 
ALL DAY Saturday, June 19, 2004:  Speeders will be ticketed.  Drunk Drivers will go to jail. 

WHERE:       Continuous concentrated patrol coverage all along Interstate-85.

WHO:
Law enforcement agencies in Georgia, South Carolina and North Carolina.

WHY:
To reduce speed-related highway deaths during the 100 deadliest days of summer.

     On Saturday, June 19th, Interstate-85 becomes the place where speeders and impaired drivers may try to run, but they can’t hide.   Police agencies from three states will coordinate patrol coverage starting in Georgia, through South Carolina, and all the way to the last welcome sign at the North Carolina state line.  

     Why? Public Safety Officials in South Carolina and across the southeast say speed is out of control and their highways have become racetracks.   That’s why they’re launching this summer enforcement strategy on the I-85 corridor.  Georgia’s Highway Safety Director says unsafe and illegal speed now rank with the top three causes of fatality crashes, so Georgia too, is “turning-up the HEAT on any vehicle that has wheels and speeds”. 

     The South Carolina Department of Public Safety, in cooperation with the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration and the Governor’s Office of Highway Safety in Georgia and North Carolina will conduct an 11:30 AM News Conference in Greer, South Carolina at the BMW Manufacturing Corporation, SC 101 (Exit 60).
